SCHOLARSHIP AND AWARDS

Background

The District believes that student achievement is worthy of recognition, and therefore approves
of individuals, businesses and organizations to present students with gifts, scholarships, money,

plaques,

medals, etc. in recognition of exemplary achievement.

Student awards will be presented on an annual basis to ensure that student achievement is

recognized.
Procedures
1. Local Scholarships/Awards
1.1. Each secondary school Principal shall present local Scholarships/Bursaries/Awards as
available to qualifying students. Criteria shall be determined through consultation with
the individual school and sponsoring organization.
1.2. The Principal shall be responsible for the distribution of this information to their

students each spring and for final approval of scholarship/award decisions as per the
process determined by each school.
