Background

Students and/or parents have a right to appeal final grades awarded.

Procedures

1. The review process must include the following features.

The necessary prerequisite for any review will be a meeting between the student
and/or their parents with the teacher who has assigned the grade.

Clear timelines for requesting, and holding, a review must be set.
The student and/or parents must be heard during the review.

The teacher assigning the grade must be heard during the review.

Policy 14 - Appeals Procedure Bylaw.
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
