LITERACY/LANGUAGES (30-45 minutes per day) 
AND SOCIAL STUDIES: 
 
1) READ something of your choice for 20 minutes every day. This can be a novel, magazine, online 

story, article, a how-to manual, etc.—you choose! It should be something you enjoy. 

 

2) RECREATE A FAMOUS MONUMENT OR MASTERPIECE 

****If you are going to complete this at school, PLEASE bring your own scissors and glue stick. 

 

The cities and towns of the world are full of monuments, which are statues, buildings, or other 

structures erected to remember a famous or important person or event. 

 

Some monuments are world-famous, such as the Eiffel Tower in Paris: 

 
 

 

 



Others might be lesser known, such as the Whistler Inukshuk, at Whistler, B.C.: 

 
 

Cities and towns are also full of masterpieces, which are famous works of art. Just like monuments, 

some masterpieces are world-famous, such as Leonardo da Vinci’s Mona Lisa, which is in the Louvre 

Museum in Paris: 

 
 

Some might be famous to fewer people, such as the Black Eagle Canoe by Haida artist Bill Reid, 

which is at Simon Fraser University in Burnaby, B.C.: 

 
 



2) Your task is to choose your favourite monument or masterpiece. If you don’t have a favourite, you 

can Google the topics and find one that you like from anywhere around the world. Once you have 

decided, please do the following: 

 

A) “What, Where, Who, When”. Tell us what monument or masterpiece you’ve chosen, where it is, 

who created it, and when it was created.  

For example: 

 WHAT: the Eiffel Tower 

 WHERE: Paris, France  

 WHO: designed by Gustave Eiffel  

 WHEN: started in 1887, but not finished until 1889 

 

B) Do a little research about your monument or masterpiece and write down THREE facts about it. 

Bullet points are fine. 

For example: 

 The Eiffel Tower was built as the entrance to the 1889 World’s Fair 

 It is 1,063 feet high, and the tallest structure in Paris 

 In August of 1944, Hitler ordered the military governor of Paris to demolish the tower, but 

the governor refused. 

 

C) Write a sentence or two about WHY you like this particular monument or masterpiece. 

For example: 

 I think the Eiffel Tower is a special monument. It represents a great engineering 

accomplishment, as it is still one of the tallest structures in the Europe. It is elegant and 

beautiful, especially at night when it is covered in lights. It has also been a symbol of unity 

and strength for the French people through wars and terror 

attacks. 

D) Recreate the monument/masterpiece using everyday things such as 

clothing, kitchen items, food, or other odds and ends that you can find 

around the house. If you are completing this at school, you may find that 

using bits and pieces cut from magazines might be easier. 

 

 

E) Please take a picture of you and your monument or masterpiece and 

post it to your portfolio.

INSTRUCTIONS: 
1. Open web browser 

2. Type www.sd5.bc.ca into the address bar.  

3. Click on the triangle drop down symbol beside “Utility Links”. This will be at top 

right corner OR at the bottom after scrolling down depending on your computer and browser. 
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4. Select “Portal” from the drop down menu.  

5. At this time the student will be asked to enter their username and password (just like they are 

logging on to a computer at the school). Their username is numbers and their password was 

changed to their student number again (unless they have logged on in the last week). It will 

prompt them to change it (talk to you teacher contact if you haven’t done this). 

6. Once on the portal, scroll down to My Classes at the bottom left of the screen. There you can 

click on Grade 7 Learning Opportunities. 

 
7. Also, once on the portal students can select “Portfolio” from the horizontal list near the top of 

the screen to see some of their school work.      

8. When students complete a piece of work they are either going to go to their portfolio and add 

an "image" or a "document" or "text": 

a. Image - they find the image from their phone or computer...  

b. Document - they find the document from their computer...  

c. Text - they work in real time typing it into their portfolio 

  

9. Every time something new is added (image, document, or text) to their portfolio a student 

should:  

a. Give it a Title (at the top)  

b. Tag whatever subject it is. 

c. Hit submit at the bottom. 

 



 

10. If successful, the student will be able to see what they have added when they return to their 

portfolio.
