Learning Opportunities for the Week of: Apr. 27- May 1

stressful experience.

This is how your teachers will view your work. Make sure to read all the way to the bottom of the instructions
at the end of this document. There are important details that you need to include on every piece of learning

that you put in your portfolio. Thanks!

LITERACY/LANGUAGES (30-45 minutes per day):

1) READ something of your choice for 20
minutes every day. This can be a novel,
magazine, online story, article, a how-to
manual, etc.—you choose! It should be
something you enjoy.

2) Writing Tip of the Week:

What’s the difference between were and we’re?
**we’re is a CONTRACTION or shortened form of
the two words “we are”.

“Were you planning to go to the movie? We’re
going tomorrow if you want to join us.”

3) Root Word of the Week: ANTI

-from Greek

-means AGAINST OR OPPOSITE

- List three words that you think are

related to this root word. For example, antiseptic
(something that prevents infection.)

4) Poetic Device of the Week:

Metaphor- a metaphor is created when we
compare things to one another directly, so NOT
using the words “like” or “as”.

NUMERACY (30-45 minutes per day):

Please check on the Math 7 Minecraft class in
the Portal for a new lesson.

The Following is a two week project. You can
start it this week, and continue it the next.

M.C. Escher was a twentieth-century artist who
specialized in drawing images made up of
repeated pictures that transform. An example of
one of these tessellations is the famous drawing
where geese are flying to the east on one side of
the picture and then transform into geese flying to
the west.

Escher used four types of transformations in his work.
For this week we will attempt the standard
Translation. If you enjoy this activity there are three
other kinds that require greater skills.




For example:

-Her eyes are blue sapphires. (Comparing her
eyes to gemstones)

-This class is a zoo. (Comparing a class’s behaviour
to that of animals in a zoo)

-He slithered to his seat. (Comparing “him” to a
snake.)

5) It can be easy to get similes and metaphors
mixed up. Watch this video to help you keep
them sorted out:

6) Musicians LOVE using metaphors in their lyrics.
Listen to a few of your favourite songs and see if
you can identify any metaphors. If you're stuck,
some examples are Believer by Imagine Dragons
or Firework by Katy Perry.

7) Your Turn! Try and write one or two poems
that use at least one metaphor.

-You might find it easier to follow a structure to
start with. One possibility is a QUATRAIN. A
guatrain is a four-lined poem that rhymes. Often,
guatrains make-up the stanzas (like paragraphs in
a poem) in longer poems. Quatrains can either
rhyme like this:

A)

| have a cute little cat A

Who loves to chase mice. B

She’s fuzzy and she’s fat A

And she’s also very nice. B

This is an example of an ABAB rhyming scheme
because the first and third lines rhyme, and the
second and fourth lines rhyme.

OR they can rhyme like this:

B)

| have a cute little cat
Who's fuzzy and very fat.
She loves to chase mice
And she’s also very nice.

Translation: You start by cutting a square out of a
piece of thin cardboard. This could be from any thin
box such as a cereal or cracker box. It should be
appropriately 3cmx3cm. Then you cut a shape out of
the bottom edge and translate it to the top and tape it
in place. “Do not flip it...simply slide it.” It must be
translated (slid) into the exact spot on the top as it
was on the bottom. “Hint: if you find this difficult cut
it from the vertex (corner) to the vertex then there is
no measuring to do.” Then you do the same thing to
the sides of the square. If you have carefully done this
you should be able to trace this new shape over and
over. It does not matter where you start on the
paper. After you have finished, use colour to make
your design. See example below.

For those of you who are artistically inclined, you will
be able to plan before you cut to get the design you
want. For those of you (like me) you can trace your
shape and then try to find a picture... just like looking
up in the clouds. Her are a few samples that were
done by students at Laurie School years ago. These
ones were done with planning in mind and careful
measuring was needed on all edges.

An example of a quatrain, using a metaphor:

The Light

My dad is my light,

He’s smart, kind and funny.

He shines bright white,

And he makes my days so sunny.

-OR, if you are feeling adventurous, you can write
a FREE VERSE poem, which just means that you
don’t have to follow any rules or structures, such
as the one we gave you for the Simile Poem last
week.

For example:
The Road

Life is a meandering path

We wander along, never knowing what is around
the next bend

Will it be joy? Will it be heartbreak?

We keep placing one foot in front of the other
With Hope as our guide.

8) After you have written your poems, choose
one of them to upload into your portfolio. If you
want, add a visual of some sort to support your
poem’s message.

This one below was somewhat easier as the top cut
went from the vertex (corner) to the other corner so
no measuring was needed. However, the side edges
did require measuring to put it in the exact spot.

SOCIAL STUDIES:

SCIENCE/INVESTIGATE/EXPLORE:

Water Cycle Investigation

2) Terms to define:

Phase Change, States of Matter, Melting,
Freezing, Evaporation, Condensation,
Precipitation

Bonus terms to look up: Sublimation, Deposition

3) Activity if possible:

Materials: Ice cubes or water, permanent marker,
Ziplock bag, tape, window (ideally one that sun
shines through!).

Directions: Draw the water cycle on the outside
of a Ziplock bag. Try to label phase changes of the
water cycle. Place ice cubes or water into the
Ziplock bag, zip the bag and hang it with tape in a
window for one day. See which phase changes
you can observe!

4) Respond:

1) Why do people put ice cubes in their drinks?

2) Provide examples from nature of when you can
see water in each state.

1) When students complete a piece of work they are either going to go to their portfolio and
add an "image" or a "document" or "text":

Image - they find the image from their phone or computer...
Document - they find the document from their computer...
Text - they work in real time typing it into their portfolio

2) Every time something new is added (image, document, or text) to their portfolio a student
should:

1) Give it a Title — at the top (Assignment and Week #)
2) Tag whatever subject it is
3) Hit Submit at the bottom

3) If successful, the student will be able to see what they have added when they return to their
portfolio.
