LITERACY/LANGUAGES (30-45 minutes per day):

NUMERACY (30-45 minutes per day):
Design a house: Area calculation project

Shelter is a basic human need. To most of us in Canada this takes the form of a house, trailer, or
apartment. Some day you will have your own house. You may own your house, or you may rent it,
and there are pros and cons for either. The type and size of house you have may ultimately depend on
what you can afford and/or how much you are willing to pay. The average Canadian spends 46% of
his/her income on housing, making it by far the single greatest expense for most people. In this
project you are going to design your future dream home, then you will measure it carefully to
determine its total floor area. This will give an estimate of how much money your dream house would
cost.

1) Designing your Dream House

Now this part is mostly up to you. You can do this on paper, on the computer, using an art
program like paint, using one of many available online floor plan making tools, using 3D
modelling of some kind. It is entirely up to you how you wish to do this. Whatever method
you use, put your best effort in. You will have a few weeks to work on this, so don’t rush it. If
working on paper, use a ruler. Using graph paper can help get those nice 90-degree corners
that most houses have. Don’t have graph paper? Try a playing card, or the corner of a book to
get those angles perfect and those lines straight. Draw lightly until you are sure, then go over
harder or with a fine tip marker.

Determine your scale early on. If you are using graph paper for instance, how much does one
square’s distance represent? If you are not sure, for medium sized houses, 1 real meter = 2
cm or 4 squares is probably a good bet.

Extravagant or Practical? Are you going to build a crazy mansion, built into the side of a cliff,
with a bowling alley attached to the living room and an airplane hangar in the basement? Or
will you join the micro-home enthusiasts and build the smallest most practical single person
home you can imagine. Again, up to you.

2) Measuring you home

With your house complete, it is time to determine how much this dream home of yours will
cost future you. To do this measure the area of your house in square meters. Ifit’s a
rectangle, this is as simple as length x width. If your house is a strange shape or has
protrusions in parts, you may need to break it into several shapes, find the area of each, then
add them together. Remember to refer to your scale and convert your measurements to their
real-world values first. ie: If your house is 20 cm by 30 cm on paper and your scale is 2cm=1
m, then the real dimensions would be 10m by 15 m. 10x15 = 150 square meters.

If your house has multiple floors, upstairs, downstairs, basement, you will need to add them all

up.

3) Estimating the cost

How much a house costs can depend greatly on a number of factors: location, size, materials,
layout. We are only going to focus on size, specifically floor space, the number you already
calculated. In Canada, the approximate average cost per square meter is $1000. Take your
total area, times is by 1000, that is the approximate cost of your house.

5. Where do electrons go if they are discharged?

Optional Activity: Static Electricity Balloon Exploration
Materials Needed:
e 1 balloon blown up and tied off.
e Something you can rub a balloon against to “charge it” (People with not super-short dry hair
free of hair products, a fuzzy stuffed animal, a wool sweater, a chuck of clean carpet, a mellow
dog or cat).

You can try as many of these as you like. Choose ONE that you think worked well and attempt to explain it
using concepts of static electricity.

1. Rub the balloon against your hair. Slowly pull it away from your head, slowly bring it back. See
if you can give yourself a new hairdo. (Note: if your hair isn’t the right ‘type’, ask a parent or
sibling if they would be willing to try).

2. With socks on, shuffle your feet across carpet, then touch something metal. See if you can give
yourself a small shock.

3. Tear up a small piece of paper or tissue. Hold a ‘charged’ balloon near the pieces of paper, see
if you can make them dance.

4. Place a ping pong ball (a lightweight plastic ball, or empty aluminum can may also work) on a
flat surface. Bring a charged balloon close to the ball, see if you can make it move.

5. Using bubble solution, blow a few bubbles. Bring a charged balloon close to one of the floating
bubbles without touching it. See if you can make bubbles rise and fall!

6. Turn your tap on just a little bit, such that there is a thin stream of water. Hold a charged
balloon close to the stream: see if you can deflect the stream of water without getting the
balloon wet.

Choose ONE of these activities that you think worked well and attempt to explain it using concepts of static
electricity.

b. Document - they find the document from their computer...
c. Text - they work in real time typing it into their portfolio
