Ms. Fillis: Your group is ready to begin Task 1. Pease have one member of your group email me the
climate description and abiotic factors of your ecosystem. Please invite me to one of your group
meetings either this week or next week through an email invitation.

Task 1

Question — difference between weather and climate? Between biome and ecosystem?
Abiotic and Biotic?

Start by establishing your climate and abiotic factors (temperature, rain fall, soil type...), this is
your foundation. Do a write-up on your climate: describe temperatures, amount of
precipitations, wind. You may want to do a climate graph to show how it changes over the
seasons (or does it remain steady all year???)

SOCIAL STUDIES:

For the next couple of weeks, you will be working on the same project for social studies
as you are for science. You will be creating your own “world” (ecosystem). If you are in
Mrs. Fulton’s class, you will already have your ecosystem completed. Mrs. Fillis’s class is
starting on it this week. You can do the social studies aspect of this project on your own
or you can choose to work together with your group or with your partner from science.
You only need to design this so that it coincides with the ecosytem/world you have
created. We are going to assume that humans can still live and survive in the ecosytem
you have created.

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Your job will be to start to plan and investigate if needed, aspects of the
ecosystem/world and its history and how the civilization is now. So, things to be
thinking about and deciding on:

-what form of government is there? We have learned about these in our unit at the
start of the year during our voting unit. You may create your own if you wish. It will
need to be fully explained whether it is an existing one, one you create on your own or
maybe a combination of existing ones in the world.

-what is the history of the world/ecosystem? Think of aspects regarding Canada and
what we have learned about its formation and development in the last few weeks.
Think of other countries and their histories...you may recall things from our revolution
unit. So how did it come about? What is it like to live there? Etc.

-what are some natural resources available in your world/ecosystem? Or are there
none and what impact does that have?

-are there different ethnicities? Are they treated the same? Differently? How so?

-is your world/ecosystem advanced or 3™ world or...?

-what are the geological features? Mountainous? Desert? Or...?

-has there been conflicts/wars? What about? Were they civil or include other places?
How were they resolved? Are there military forces? How are they run?

-Are there religions? What are they? Have they created problems or not? You may even
create your own!

There are several videos on Youtube, type in “what makes a country” or “how to create
a country.” These may help to get you thinking and your creative juices going!

These are SOME of the things you need to be thinking about. You cannot replicate a
place that already exists. This is your thinking and creating; use your imagination. It can
be a place where you would want to live, or you may not want to!

You will be able to choose how your present the final assignment. Again, have some fun
with it. Making sure all the aspects are included and explained clearly, you can choose
how you want to do this.

*To complete the PE LOG on your PHONE or iPad (much easier on a computer):
1. You must first download the FREE Microsoft Word App to your phone or iPad.

2. Sign into the SD#5 portal and go to Physical Education 7-8-9 near the bottom of the page.

3. Go to the three yellow bars to the right of the class name and select “ASSIGNMENTS”.

4. Tap on Physical Activity Log for May 4-11 then on the right-hand side touch the “.

5. Under this menu select either “DRAFT”, “DOWNLOAD” and some devices may have “EDIT.”

6. EXIT this screen and go to you BLUE FILES APP on Apple devices. This will take you to the PE log where you
can now TYPE in your exercises for the week. As long as you have AutoSave turned on, it will SAVE automatically
for you into your BLUE FILES APP.

7. At the end of the week when your PE Log is complete, hit the SHARE button to your ONE DRIVE or take a
SCREENSHOT and attach it in your PORTFOLIO.

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How to get on to the portal at home:

1. Open web browser
2. Type www.sd5.bc.ca into the address bar
3. Click on the triangle drop down symbol beside “Utility Links”. This will be at top right corner

OR at the bottom after scrolling down depending on your computer and browser.

4. Select “Portal” from the drop down menu.

5. At this time the student will be asked to enter their username and password (just like they are
logging on to a computer at the school). Their username is numbers and their password was
changed to their student number again (unless they have logged on in the last week). It will
prompt them to change it (talk to you teacher contact if you haven’t done this).

6. Once on the portal, scroll down to their class at the bottom left of the screen. From there, all
the programs we use are available with a click.

7. Also, once on the portal students can select “Portfolio” from the horizontal list near the top of
the screen to see some of their school work.

How to submit work through PORTFOLIO

1) When students complete a piece of work they are either going to go to their portfolio and add an
"image" or a "document" or "text":

Image - they find the image from their phone or computer...
Document - they find the document from their computer...
Text - they work in real time typing it into their portfolio
2) Every time something new is added (image, document, or text) to their portfolio a student should:
1) Give it a Title — at the top (Assignment and Week #)
2) Tag whatever subject it is
3) Hit Submit at the bottom

3) If successful, the student will be able to see what they have added when they return to their
portfolio.
